W-Course proposal for ENG 301: Introduction to Literary Analysis and Critical Theory

K. Remedios

1. As an introduction to the English major, this course is designed to focus specifically on the conventions and demands of writing in the discipline.  The vast majority of writing in the course, formal and informal, will be thesis-driven and explicitly critical/analytical.

2. Both the major assignments will undergo peer editing in structured peer review workshops. They will also be submitted to the professor for feedback as part of the revision process. Each draft will receive detailed comments and an initial letter grade that will be replaced by the grade awarded to the student’s revised project.

The responses represent “stages” of research and analysis necessary for the completion of the final, longer essay; thus, the final essay is in a sense a “revision” and reworking of all of the previous pieces.

The two major writing assignments will be revised. Time for peer review, instructor feedback, and discussions of strategies for revision has been scheduled into the syllabus.
All but a participation grade worth 5% of the final grade will come from writing assignments.    Out-of-class papers account for 60% of the semester grade.
