v'Rank in the top 35% of their class
e |f class rank is unavailable, must have an overall GPA

of at least 3.3

v Have a sociology GPA of at least 3.0 at the host
institution

v'Have completed at least four courses in sociology (the
equivalent of 12 semester hours)

e Graduate students must:
v'Have completed the equivalent of one full semester or
quarter of graduate study in sociology
v'Have a graduate grade-point average of ‘B’ or better
v’ Continue to be matriculated in a program of study
leading toward a graduate degree in sociology at the
host institution

e Faculty members must:
v Be employed full-time at the host institution
v Formal conferral of a Ph.D. in sociology or be employed
as a sociologist prior to initiation
v’ Meet the other requirements set forth above
